St. Francis Auditorium

The immense hall with wooden pews presents great
murals of St. Francis of Assisi, the patron saint of Santa
Fe, and the historical McNary pipe organ. St. Francis
Auditorium is ideal for large and small weddings, funerals,
concerts, lectures, recitals or meetings on the stage itself.

This elegant, picturesque garden courtyard with spacious
covered portals bedecked with murals and a fountain is
perfect for celebrations for up to 125.

East or West Sculpture Garden

Each area contains traditional and contemporary sculpture
encircled by adobe walls for up to 200.
